Staff of the California Air Resources Board’s (ARB) Monitoring and Laboratory Division has been investigating the feasibility of reducing evaporative and permeation emissions from off-road equipment and fuel-tanks.  Additionally, staff of the ARB’s Mobile Source Control Division has been separately investigating the feasibility of further reducing exhaust emissions from off-road equipment.  After further review, and at the request of industry, a decision has been made to jointly develop a control measure to reduce evaporative, permeation, and exhaust emissions in the small off-road engine (SORE) category.  This control measure is tentatively scheduled for consideration by the Air Resources Boards at a public hearing in late 2002.  Notification of that public hearing will be sent separately 45 days prior to the hearing date.  

As staff develop the control measure, we will schedule additional public workshops to share information and request input from stakeholders and other interested parties.
