Pursuant to the authority vested in the Air Resources Board by the Health and
Safety Code, Division 26, Part &, Chapter 2; and

Pursuant to the authority vested in the undersigned by Health and Safety Code
Sections 39515 and 39516 and Executive QOrders G-45-3 and G-45-4;

IT IS ORDERED AND RESOLVED: That Honda Motor Co., Ltd. 1993 model-year
exhaust emission contro)l systems are certified as described below for
passenger cars:

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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the listed vehicle models also comply with
"Catifornia Evaporative Emission Standards and Test Procedures for 1978 and
Subsequent Model Gasoline-Powered Motor Vehicles."

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the listed vehicle models also comply with the
Board's "Specifications for Fill Pipes and Openings of Mctor Vehicle fuel
Tanks" (Title 13, California Code of Regulations, Section 2290} for the
aforement joned model year.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the listed vehicle models also comply with the
Board's high altitude requirements and highway emission standards, and with
the California Inspection and Maintenance emission standards in place at the
time of certification, as stipulated in "California Exhaust Emission Standards
and Test Procedures for 1988 and Subsequent Model Passenger Cars, Light-Duty
Trucks, and Medium-Duty Vehicles."

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the vehicle manufacturer has demonstrated
compliance with the exhaust emission standards at 50 degrees Fahrenheit as
stipulated in “California Exhaust Emission Standards and Test Procedures for
1988 and Subsequent Model Passenger Cars, Light-Duty Trucks, and Medium-Duty
Yehicles."

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the listed vehicle models 2lso comply with the
“California Motor VYehicle Emission Control Label Specifications” (Title 13,
California Code of Regulations, Section 1965) for the aforementioned model
year.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the listed vehicle models also comply with the
"Malfunction and Diagnostic System for 1988 and Subsequent Model Year[s]..."
(Title 13, California Code of Regulations, Section 1968) for the

aforement ioned model year.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That for the listed vehicles, the manufacturer has
submitted and the Executive Officer hereby approves the materials to
demonstrate certification compliance with the Board's emission control svetem
w:rrant{ provisions (Title 13, California Code of Regulations, Section 2035

et seq.).

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the TLEV hydrocarbon exhaust emission standard
to which the listed vehicles are certified is at least twice as stringent as
otherwise applicable to gasoline vehicles of the same year and class, and the
listed vehicles therefore meet the definition of "low-emission motor vehicle"
set forth in Health and Safety Code Sections 39037.05 and 43800.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the listed vehicle models shall be clearly
labeled as "low-emission motor vehicles" as defined in Health and Safety Code
Sections 39037.05 and 43800, and such labeling shall meet the requirements of
Health and Safety Code Section 43802(a) at the time of sale.
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Yehicles certified under this Executive Order must conform to all applicable
California emission regulations.
