Hour Usage and Load Factor Survey
Please help the Air Resources Board (ARB) develop a portable engine inventory by supplying us with hour usage data and/or load factors data on PERP registered engines.  This data is not mandatory and any data submitted to ARB will remain completely confidential.  We welcome data in any format (Excel, Word, electronic, hardcopy, etc.).  We have also attached a template form to assist those that do not keep usage logs.
Completing this survey will help ARB determine the average amount of hours and typical load factors used among different industries and engine types within those industries.  Helping us develop an inventory will be beneficial to those subject to the Portable Diesel Engine Airborne Toxic Control Measure (ATCM); the data we are currently using is over 12 years old and may result in a higher estimate of emissions produced from the portable sector.  The more data we can collect will help ARB accurately estimate the current emissions produced by portable engines and accurately estimate emissions that will occur in the future.
Examples:  ARB recognizes some companies will not keep hour usage data or fuel usage data, which would be the most helpful, but we can still learn from the current hour readings on your portable engine.
EX 1: Company ABC does not keep maintenance records or fuel usage data, the fleet operator knows to change the oil every 6 months.  Company ABC bought the engine new in 2006 and has been the single owner of the engine.  The fleet operator can provide the following data on the engines simply using the purchase date, current date, and current hours on the hours meter.

EX 2: Company DEF bought an engine used and didn’t keep track of the hours on the hour meter when DEF bought the engine.  However, DEF keeps fuel usage data every time the engine goes out on a job site and knows about how many hours the engine operates at the job site.
